SUPPLEMENTARY SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

The notation [NP] in a rule means that a boat may not protest another boat for breaking that
rule. This changes RRS 60.1(a).

1 RULES

1.1 These Supplementary Sailing Instructions (SSls) are to be read in conjunction with the
current ILCA Major Event Sailing Instructions (MESIs). If there is a conflict between the
Notice of Race or MESI and these SSls, these SSlis shall prevail.

5 SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

5.1 Signals made ashore will be displayed on the large white flagpole directly outside the
main clubhouse.

10 MARKS

10.1 The course marks 1 and 2 will be extra-large yellow inflatable cylindrical marks. Course
marks 3s, 3p, 4s, 4p will be large yellow inflatable spherical marks. The finish mark will be
a pink inflatable spherical mark.
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11 OBSTRUCTIONS

11.1 A no go area for competitors exists on a rhumb line running from the end of the harbour
to the red navigation mark. No competitor is to sail east of this line heading out to or back
from the racecourse.

12 THE START

12.1 The starting line will be between the main mast on a committee vessel displaying an
orange flag at the starboard end and a staff displaying an orange flag on a rib.

14 THE FINISH

14.1 The finishing line will be between a staff displaying a blue flag on a committee vessel
and the course side of the finish mark.

17 HEARING REQUESTS

17.2 Hearing Request shall be made electronically via the link
https://www.racingrulesofsailing.org/documents/176972.

17.3 Competitors will be notified electronically of protest time limits, confirmation of a
protest filing, scheduled hearing times, etc. Notices will be posted no later than 30
minutes after the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in which they
are parties or named as witnesses.

Hearings will be held in the Front Room of the old house located at Skerries Sailing Club.
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23 OFFICIAL VESSELS

23.1 Official vessels, other than those listed below, will carry a red flag with black numbers.
Jury boats will carry a yellow flag.
